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Students will form a literature reading circle that encourage their competency of critical thinking, creative writing and
formal presentation skills.

Students, through online reading website—Times for Kids, can gain scanning and skimming basic reading skills via in-
tasks of graphic organizers as guides to scaffold for their later performance in class. The GO analysis worksheets

provided by teachers at the first stage of this course will serve as their learning module for the progressive course

regularly applied on each unit materials.

Students will first be exposed to reading materials with different writing styles that
require them to analyze in the forms of timeline sequential analysis,a cause-and-effect
chart, data graph or chart and venn diagram of compare and contrast.

Students will be required to perform a series of tasks progressive in different competency levels. For starters
pre-reading tasks will be arranged according to the following sequence, such as prediction,
brainstorming and group discussion relevant to the target materials.

Next, students will move on to the during-reading tasks, such as question directed discussion
requiring them to exert skimming and scanning reading skills, analyze materials with the
provided worksheets enlisting different reading graphic organizers, and finally summarize
the materials in a short passage within no more than 200 words.

Finally, students will be given post-reading tasks, including projects of writing short
essays related to their personal life experiences and presenting an oral report.
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
